2. Check home exterior, doors, and windows. To hinder cold air and other pesky
Critters from entering the home, be sure to inspect the exterior for crevice cracks
and exposed entry points around pipes. Once found, seal them. Also install
weather-stripping around doors, and switch out summer window and door
screens with glass replacemants from storage.

3. Inspect roof, gutters, and downspouts. Prevent warm air from creeping to your
roof and causing ice dams by adding extra insulation to your attic. To avoid
water or ice buildup, clear out your gutters and downspouts of debris that may
have collected during the year.
